The Asgeir G. Gunnlaugsson & Co shop
was in the ownership of the same family
from 1907 to 2006, when it closed down.
The museum bought the interior fittings
and has used them as a setting for its
textile-related exhibitions. This year’s
exhibition is dedicated to foremothers
and Icelandic national costume.

On display is a fine example of skaut-
buningur, one form of national costume,
beautifully embroidered by Ragnhildur
Helgadottur [1911-1987], as well as painted
plaster figures of people wearing national
costume by Elisabet Geirmundsdottir
[1915-1959] and clay sculptures by Lara
Kristin Samuelsdéttir [1935-2014] showing
women in various versions of national cos-

tume. Ragnhildur Stefansdottir pays hom-
age to the national costume with her photo-
graphic work and Gudbjorg Ringsted with
her painting, as does a textile bodypiece by
The Love Corporation. Also on display are
collages by borey Jonsdottir [1852-1959]
from Dadastadir in Reykjadalur, as well as
examples of national costume and photo-
graphs of foremothers wearing it.

The shop'’s inner exhibition area displays
pencil drawings by Asa Ketilsdottir, made
when she was a teenager living in the
remote farm Ytra-Fjall in the north of Ice-
land. The drawings show her immediate
environment, people and animals living on
the farm, intertwined with her imaginative
world of fairy tales and folklore.

Fridrik Hansen [1947-2005]

Verkin bera med
sér afgerandi hofundareinkenni, formin eru
vel utfyllt, linurnar kraftmiklar, litir sterkir
og djupir i vidarverkunum en ljésari i vatns-
litamyndunum. Er augljost ad innra fyrir
bjuggu hzfileikar sem ekki fengu edlilega
utras vegna veikinda Fridriks, en samt eru
verk hans geedd frumlegum eiginleikum og
listgildi peirra augsynilegt.

The museum has cooperated every year
with Art Without Borders, an annual art
festival where people with disabilities
exhibit their own individual artworks and
join in a creative encounter with contem-
porary artists.

This year works by Fridrik Hansen are
exhibited at the Folk and Outsider Art
Museum. In the exhibition are sawn-and-
painted wooden sculptures and paintings
by Fridrik from the museum’s collection.
The works show distinct personal expres-
sion, bold forms and strong colours in
the wooden works, but lighter and more
cheerful in the watercolours. It is obvious
that Fridrik possessed talent that he was
unable to develop because of his iliness,
but it is equally obvious that Fridrik’s
works are original in their approach and
their artistic value is self-evident.

Collaboration with schools

As usual the museum collaborates this sum-
mer with schoolchildren in the Eyjafjorour
district - this time from the local preschool
and primary school in Svalbardsstrond and
Grenivik. They all work on the same theme,
Pets and Farm Animals. The purpose of this
collaboration is to nurture from an early
age the children’s imagination and interest
in art; and the museum is also honoured
by their participation and takes pleasure in
sharing their joie de vivre and creativity.

By exhibiting works by autodidacts in juxta-
position with the works of renowned con-
temporary artists, the Icelandic Folk and
Outsider Art Museum focuses on all artistic
creation without discrimination, the only
criterion being the quality of the art.

The Icelandic Folk and Outsider Art
Museum has enjoyed rewarding collabo-
ration with the Huglist group, consisting
of young people who joined forces in
2007 to found a self-help group to fight
prejudice against mental conditions. The
tall figure in a blue suit, who greets the
museum’s guests upon arrival, is a fine
example of their ambitious work.

Halldéra Kristinsdéttir [1930-2013]

The Icelandic Folk and Outsider Art Mu-
seum has gained attention and recogni-
tion for its unique exhibitions and unusual
approach, both in Iceland and abroad.
Articles and reviews have been written
and published in newspapers and maga-
zines, among others the respected British
magazine Raw Vision, dedicated to folk and
outsider art, ITE in Finland, an art institute
and publisher of books and magazines
about selftaught artists, and dpiMagazine
in Taipei, Taiwan, which showcases folk
and outsider art from all over the world. In
2008 the Icelandic Folk and Outsider Art
Museum was nominated for the Icelandic
Museum Council Award and in 2012 it won
the Eyrarros Award, which was founded to
focus on and encourage cultural diversity,
innovation and development in the field of
culture and art.

In addition the museum has twice been
nominated for the Dr. Guislain Award, in
2014 and 2016, and has both times been
selected as a finalist among the most prom-
ising nominees. The Dr. Guislain Museum

is a respected institution in Ghent, Belgium,
exhibiting artefacts from the history of
psychiatry and an extensive collection

of outsider art.
